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PR Writing Exercise

You are the PR writer for Pong Perfumes.  Pong is to launch a range of fragrances for women aged 16-24 called Adventure.  It is an “aquatic” style perfume with a floral fragrance and a sharp tone.  It is for the single woman who wants a distinctive fragrance which will last all day.  It will come in two dispensers:  a 50 millimetre vaporiser dispenser and a 25 millilitre bottle.  The vaporiser is priced at £26.50 and the bottle at £19.99.  The bottle and dispenser have been designed by the young Chinese designer Yang Chu; her work was exhibited recently at Tate Modern.  

Adventure has been crafted by Pong’s chief perfume creator Helen Granout.  She says it reflects the independent and sharp nature of the modern young woman, centred on her life of friends, work and herself.  

Six months ago Pong launched a range of fragrances for young men called Fortune.  Adventure and Fortune will be marketed separately and, later, together.  Adventure will be marketed extensively through cinema slots. These will use the work of Yang Chu in a series of advertisements made by Dickens and Grover, the UK-based advertising agency which successfully launched the Fortune campaign for Pong.

Pong was formed in 1997 by Helen Granout, previously of Chanel, and David Franks, previously of Unilever.  Franks is now Pong’s chief executive officer.  Its latest annual report reported turnover of £140.5 million and a pre-tax profit of £12.3 million.  It is based in London and Nice, France.   Its fragrances are sold throughout the EU, Japan, and the USA.  It is opening a partnership with distributors for the rest of Asia.

Your exercise

· Create text for a Twitter post for key journalists in the young woman’s media. Compile a follow up email to key journalists saying you are sending them samples. 

· Create copy for a Facebook entry on your use of Adventure.  

· Write two press releases: one for the young woman’s media and another for marketing media.  Each press release should be no more than 200 words.
